Subject:  AFSA Division 6 Annual Meeting Teleconference Minutes
1. The AFSA Division 6 Annual Business meeting was held via teleconference with all 21 chapters (roll call) on 30 March 2020, via Feeconferencecall.com. The AFSA Div 6 conference was canceled due to the current COVID-19 Pandemic.  The meeting was called to order by Division President Kerry Wright, 6:15 pm (MDT), 30 March 2020.  63 delegates were on the line for the meeting.  Pledge of Allegiance, AFSA Preamble and invocation were delivered by DP Wright.
2.  Opening remarks/DP Report: Chapter meeting reminder: minimum requirement is to have a monthly executive council meeting and a general membership meeting quarterly.  Remember any AFSA member can attend your executive council meetings.  AFSA Division 6 executive council members: VP Blake Manuel (Membership), Trustees Michelle Chabot (Comm), Jim Lokovic (Leg/RD 1163/1311/1328/1330), Christopher Dodd (Awards/RD AZ), Andrew Duenas (Retired & Veterans Affairs/RD for Retiree chapters 1322/1365/1379), Nichole Bouts (Family Matters/RD for NM). DP Wright and council member’s annual reports are attached (minus Trustee 3,5,6).

4. AA&F Reports: The 1st quarter Americanism report (Jan-Mar 2020) is due the beginning of April to your Regional Director, if you do not know who that is please see above.  Your Regional Director will review/correct and submit it to the DP.  Must get in on time or you do not receive admin ck.
5. AFSA International HQs Talking Papers/Proposed Bylaw Changes: DP Wright attended midyear meeting in March 2020.  23 talking papers were submitted and 7 were approved to go forward to the general membership for a vote at PAC in Aug.  Pointed out 2 that were submitted by Div 6- Allow candidates to come off the floor for elections and Defined Family Matters Trustee allowing it to be a uniformed member.  100-1 Bylaws has to be voted on by membership (both attached).

MSgt Burgess/1356, motioned to approve,  seconded by SSgt Stanley/1253, approved.  Income $30,132.81, Expenses $24,750.00 = balance $5,382.81.  CMSgt Haywood emphasized that if you are the Amn or NCO of the Year and your command chief doesn’t want to fund you then please call him and he will call them to make it happen.
